2010 AND 2011 FINANCIAL SUMMARY
Don Combee, Moderator

The 2010 Financial Summary will be covered in more detail in the upcoming church Annual Report. As we entered
2010 the Finance Committee and Session had hoped and prayed for guidance that:

1. Giving would be in line with the Budget. Your continued support has made this possible. Thank you!!
2. Expenses could be reduced even more (an effort started in 2009). And they were!!
3. A Supplemental Giving Campaign would not be needed. It was not!!

Having met all three of these goals we give thanks to God, Who has answered our prayers and has been good to Hope
Presbyterian Church. While we did need to use some Reserve Funds to cover the 2010 Budget deficit, the amount needed
was less than anticipated. As a result of income being on budget and actual expenses being less than budgeted, we are able
to carry forward some Reserve Funds into 2011.

As we enter into 2011 the church financial situation looks to be reasonably stable despite continued difficult economic
conditions in our Nation, in Florida and in Polk County. While our 2011 Budget is still a deficit budget, the deficit is down
from 2010's $94,279 to $49,083, a reduction of 47.9%. Our Reserve Funds can cover up to 60% of that deficit. It is our
prayer that with God's guidance we will be able to cover the remaining shortfall with further expense savings in 2011.
Your Finance Committee and the Session are committed to "WORKING TOGETHER FOR CHRIST” to make this
happen!! God Bless!!

THE PER CAPITA APPORTIONMENT

PER CAPITA APPORTIONMENT for 2011 is $19.75 per individual church member. This represents an increase over
last year as our Presbytery moves forward with a reorganization as it attempts to become more financially stable. What
exactly is the Per Capita Apportionment? It is an amount payable to the Presbytery of Tampa Bay to cover operating
expenses of the Presbytery, the Synod and the General Assembly. How much is Hope's apportionment? As a church we

are assessed $19.75 for each individual church member on the membership rolls as of year end 2010. That equates to
$10,151.50 for 2011.

Where does the money to make this payment come from? The church pays its Per Capita Apportionment from its operating
funds. We do however ask that you contribute the appropriate amount for each church member in your family. That means
for a two member family $39.50; for a three member family $59.75, etc.

How do you make your Per Capita contribution? There are blue Per Capita envelopes in the church Narthex literature racks
(these same blue envelopes were included with your recently mailed 2010 Statement of Giving). When paying by check
please remember to clearly indicate on the check “Per Capita Contribution.” Contributions can be placed in the offering on
any Sunday.

Can we count on you to support and contribute your appropriate Per Capita amount? Without your help the church has to
pay the Per Capita from its regular operating funds which then puts a drain on the amounts budgeted for other purposes.
Thank you for your past support of the Per Capita Apportionment. We hope for and look forward to your continued support
in 2011. May God Bless!

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% History of the Easter Lily

The history of the Easter lily is a combination of both myth and symbol. Not only has the lily come to represent the re-
newal of life and rebirth of the spirit, it is also symbolic of innocence and purity.

According to the legend of all flowers in the Garden of Gethsemane, the beautiful pure white lily was the most beautiful.
The lily, however, was very aware of its great beauty and stood tall, its blossoms held high, to show itself to all who
passed through the garden.

The night before He was to be crucified, Jesus came to the peaceful garden to pray. He prayed and He wept, causing all
of the flowers of the garden to bow their heads in great pity and sorrow for Jesus. The pride filled lily, however, did not
bow its head.

On Good Friday the lily learned that the sorrowing Jesus would die. In humiliation and anguish at its proud behavior of
the night before, the lily now bowed its head in shame and sorrow. Since then the beautiful Easter lily remembers its sor-

row by growing with down turned blossoms.

Easter lilies will be used again to decorate the Sanctuary on Easter Sunday, April 24. The cost is $10 each. If you would like to order
a lily either In Memory Of, In Honor Of, or In Gratitude For, please return the completed order form with your check (made pay-
able to Hope Presbyterian Church) to the Church Office or place it in the offering plate before Monday, April 11.
