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Financial

The year got off to a slow start. Giving was behind budget expectations. We had an extraordinary
NOTLES expense of approximately $7,000 — replacement of a significant portion of the Scout House roof. The

result was that by the end of the first quarter we had to borrow from reserves ($16,000) and from
undedicated funds ($1,700) in order to meet expenses.

The second quarter has been much better. Giving has rebounded to be very close to budget expectations. We have had no
extraordinary expenditures. As a result we have not had to borrow from reserves during April and May.

To date we have again been remembered with a bequest from a departed member and in May we received an undedicated “special
gift.” We are very thankful for both remembrances.

Our efforts to rein in expenses have resulted in savings of just under $30,000. We are still exploring several areas where we
believe we can achieve further administrative efficiencies and savings. By year end we hope to report cost reductions of close to
$50,000.

Our newly negotiated mortgage has reduced our monthly expenditure by $1,500. Whenever possible, we will make extra principal
payments to reduce the principal balance and reduce interest expense.

Our church bookkeeper of many years, Mr. Gene Martin, has informed us that he would like to retire before the start of the fourth
quarter. We are seriously looking at the possibility of having one bookkeeper who would handle both the church bookkeeping and
the Hope Creative School bookkeeping — 2 days per week for the church and 1 and '2 days per week for the school.

As of this writing, your Finance Committee and the Session are in agreement that we should try to complete 2010 WITHOUT a
supplemental giving campaign. As you know, our worship attendance drops during the summer months when some of our
members and friends go on vacations or head out of the Winter Haven area. We are thankful for your support and ask for the
continued support of all members and friends of Hope Church.

As we enter these summer months, we ask God to continue to bless each of you, your families, and Hope Presbyterian Church.

PER CAPITA

Presbyterians mutually share the costs of coming together. It is how we commit ourselves to work and live in fellowship with “all
persons in every nation.” Per Capita is a fundamental way in which over nearly 11,000 congregations of the Presbyterian Church
(USA) are connected and participate in the work of the wider church.

Per Capita is as important as being Presbyterian!! Per Capita dollars support the General Assembly (GA), the work of the
Regional Synod, as well as the expenses of the Presbytery. Some Presbyteries add to the Per Capita Apportionment to fund local
Presbytery missions. Doing this of course increases the Per Capita dollar amount. Tampa Bay Presbytery (of which Hope is a
member) does not do this. Rather, each member church decides how much it can support missions by budgeting for this item in its
operating budget. Traditionally Hope budgets 10% of its giving for support of Presbytery missions.

Hope Church pays its apportionment of $15.05 per member to the Presbytery whether or not it receives the Per Capita amount as a
contribution from each member. Doing this of course puts a drain on our already tight Operating Budget.

If you have not already done so, you can help us fulfill our responsibility to the Presbytery by contributing the $15.05 per church
member in your household. Blue Per Capita Apportionment Envelopes can be found in the Narthex literature racks or you can
contribute by check; but please remember to indicate “Per Capita” on your check. For those who have already contributed their
Per Capita, thank you. Your support is very much appreciated.

In an effort to keep you fully informed, Hope's Per Capita Apportionment is $8,097. As of this writing, we have received $4,325
or 53%. It sure would be great if we could exceed the amount of budgeted contributions.

MEN'S LUNCHEON GROUP
The Men's Luncheon Group at Hope dates back to the late 1970's and was known back then as “The Retired Men of

Luncheon Group since we encourage ALL men to join us - not just retired men. After a summer recess, the group
again began to meet in September 2009. At that meeting we had about nine men attending. At our last meeting we had
18 men attending. And we have made some positive changes so as to become more involved in some projects around
Hope. First, we now take up a free will offering and now have a treasury of over $500. Here are some of the things we
have done or have planned:

1. Sent care packages to military servicemen on Hope's prayer list. Packages were mailed in March and again in
June on behalf of the members and friends of Hope Church.

2. Ordered two Capitol flags. One was to be flown over the Capitol in Washington DC on April 22, Hope
Church's anniversary. This flag will be presented to the Church with a Certificate stating “To honor the past,
present, and future service men and women of Hope Presbyterian Church.” The flag will be flown only on
special dates such as Memorial Day, July 4, Veteran's Day, etc.

3. The garden around the church flag pole will be replaced. For more information see the article “Hope Church
Flag Pole.”

4. Maintain the planter between the Sanctuary and Friendship Hall with seasonal flowers.

5. During special seasonal times such as Thanksgiving and Christmas, contributions will be made to local Winter
Haven mission outreaches.

This year the men have decided not to take a summer break and will meet monthly year round. Luncheons are on the

last Wednesday of each month, 12 noon at Perkins Restaurant on Cypress Gardens Boulevard. Look for announcement
each month in the Sunday bulletin and sign displayed in the Narthex.

HOPE CHURCH FLAG POLE

The Men's Luncheon Group has voted to take on revitalization of the garden area around the Hope Church Flag. Here
is a brief history lesson that you might enjoy.

The Men of Hope church met monthly for lunch for many years before formally becoming a group. In 1992 the men
formally organized as “The Retired Men of Hope.” In 1993 the group took on the project to raise money to erect a flag
pole on the grounds of Hope so that the stars and stripes along with the Christian flag could be flown over Hope. In
1994 enough money had been raised. In September 1995 the flag was erected at its present site. And from that day the
men's group assumed the responsibility for the maintenance, repair and new flag replacement when needed.

For some time there was a lapse in the care of the flag pole and replacement of flags when needed. The Men's
Luncheon Group is pleased to now assume the responsibility for maintenance and flag replacement.

Leonard Rumpf, Marsha Long's Dad was head of the men's group back in 1992 and was instrumental in getting the
Hope flag pole. Another leader of the group for many years was Fletcher Brown, and he remains an active member of

the Group.

— Guide to a Christian Will - addresses many of the typical questions about charitable bequests.

— Personal Record Book - provides a concise record of assets for loved ones.

— Estate Planning Worksheet - a simple discussion planning tool for you to use with a tax and/or
financial advisor or an attorney.

This material will again be available in the Narthex for two Sundays following your receiving this Hope-Line
newsletter. Afterwards the material can be obtained by calling the church office.
